2. Website administration:

Through the actions of the President/Chairman, a new host company had been found for the C.C.A. website at a cost of about £25 per annum.  This was to pre-empt the change that would have been needed, in any event, on the withdrawal of B.Wilson’s complimentary facilities in 2011.  The website was now registered solely in the name of the C.C.A.   As a security measure, the President/Chairman and the Secretary each now held copies of the passwords used by the Webmaster and his assistant to operate the site.

It was further decided that the C.C.A. should avail itself of the kind offer of K Smith, Hartlepool to utilise the automatic updating software for match results on the website available to him.  Re-imbursement of K Smith’s expenses in that regard of £15/20 per annum was sanctioned.

3. League and K/O Cup organisation for 2010/11:

The Match Organiser outlined his plans for the forthcoming season.  Usefully, information had been received already from some clubs as to their intentions and provisional plans could be made.  For example, Hartlepool had declared that it would field only one team in the B Division.  It was confirmed that this could not be prevented under the Rules, or that a new team in the ‘C’ Division
