Match Organiser’s report for the 2008/09 season
 Firstly, I’d like to announce that I do not intend to stand for re-election to this position for the 2009/10 season.  The League

Unfortunately, bad timing of my annual holiday put me under pressure to draw up the fixtures in a hurry. I can only apologise to those that play in both leagues.

 Well done to Peterlee and Middlesbrough A on being joint winners of the league title. An unusual situation where the two teams could not be separated.

 The Knockout Cup
 An initial entry of 17 teams necessitated preliminary rounds to be played in the first round of the Tom Wise Cup and the first round of the Jeremy Burnett Plate. Apart from that though the cup competitions ran fairly smoothly and had their usual share of upsets.
